Session 3: A Life That Stands
Firm

GOALS

Main Idea: True commitment to God's
kingdom requires prioritizing Him above
comfort, convenience, and other peoples’
opinions.

Head Change: To shift your mindset from
passive or conditional faith to an all-in
commitment to Christ which you prioritize His
kingdom above comfort or convenience.

Heart Change: To inspire a deeper devotion
to Christ, motivating you to wholeheartedly
commit to His kingdom out of gratitude for His
eternal faithfulness.

Life Change: To live with unwavering
commitment to Christ, prioritizing His kingdom
through active service, sacrifice, and a focus
on eternal purpose over personal comfort or
convenience.
